You will then be taken to your host family in 
Arusha where you will relax before your office 
induction. Here you will have the chance to change 
money and  organise a local sim card.  Dinner will be 
served at your host family.

Enjoy a late lunch and delicious dinner prepared at your accommodation, followed Swahili 
and culture workshop at the Projects Abroad office, where you'll learn basic Swahili 
phrases and gain insights into Tanzanian traditions.

Dive into your building  activities at your placement, learning and utilising various local 
building techniques as you go. 

Afternoon: 
Lunch will be served at a local restaurant before immersing yourself in a Swahili class at 
the Project Abroad office. Learn the basics of this beautiful language and enhance your 
cultural immersion.

Evening: 
Enjoy a late lunch and dinner at your accommodation whilst relaxing with your fellow 
volunteers. 

Meals
Breakfast will be served at your host family 
each day. Lunch will either be at the school, at 
home or in the community. Dinner will be at 
home or a restaurant. 
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This schedule is subject to change, however 
you will be advised in advance should this 
happen. You will depart home at around 
7.30am and arrive back at around 5pm. 
However, this may differ from day to day 
depending on the activity and progress of the 
volunteer work.

Start your day off with breakfast at home before embarking on your exciting adventure 
to Tarangire National Park. The journey to the park will take approximately 2 hours, but 
the beautiful scenery along the way is worth it.

Upon arrival, your expert safari guide will lead you on a thrilling excursion through 
Tarangire's vast landscape, which is home to a variety of Africa's most magnificent 
wildlife. Keep your eyes peeled for elephants and lions, and listen for the sounds of the 
park's vibrant birdlife.

During your safari, you will take a break to enjoy a tasty packed lunch at one of the park's 
picturesque picnic spots. However, beware of the park's mischievous monkeys, who may 
try to steal your food! After an exhilarating day in Tarangire National Park, return to the 
comfort of your home for a delicious meal.

Afterwards, you will 
participate in a Maasai cultural workshop, learning about this fascinating culture. .

Enjoy dinner at your accommodation and rest and relax after a busy day.

Share a special lunch with the children at the school, creating a memorable and 
heartwarming experience.

Return to your accommodation for dinner with your hosts, immersing yourself in the 
cultural richness of Tanzania.

Continue your building  activities and finalising the project, 

Afternoon: 
Visit Meserani Snake Park, where you'll have the opportunity to learn about local wildlife 
and conservation efforts. Enjoy a lunch at a local restaurant and explore the vibrant 
Maasai market for unique souvenirs.

Evening: 
Gather for a special farewell dinner at a local restaurant, celebrating the memorable 
experiences you've had during your stay. 

Afternoon / Evening: 
Recharge with a home-cooked lunch before engaging in a cooking class at the Project 
Abroad office. Learn how to prepare traditional Tanzanian dishes and expand your 
culinary skills. Make sure to take notes on the ingredients and you’ll certainly want to 
recreate these dishes for your family and friend when you return home.

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Students will be exposed to new perspectives, engage with real-world challenges and contribute to 
sustainable development initiatives.
